As soon as they open their mouths to sing the reality hits everyone but them that their talent is 

only in their imagination. In 2 Corinthians 5 11-6:2 Paul speaks to us about people who take pride 

in boasting about all they have done and said, claiming how close they are to God because of their

want to know the praise of man, rather because he fears the Lord he wants to persuade people 

about Jesus and his message of righteousness with God by faith in him. He goes on to say that God 

does not look on outward appearances, he is not impressed by that, rather he looks on what is in 

the heart. Paul is challenging his readers and us to consider Jesus because it is his gospel message 

which changes hearts and lives. 

Jesus became sin, bearing all of my disobedience, wrong doing, pride and self centredness in his 

body. He took my penalty in order that I might receive the righteousness of Jesus instead. He died 

in my place in order that I could be forgiven, made clean and set free to serve him. 

Ψthe love of Christ compels meΩΦ 
Paul then tells us that one died for all and therefore all died. This truth is life changing  as he goes 

on to point out that Jesus died in order that I might live for him. Paul tells us that as we turn in 

repentance and faith to Jesus Christ then we are a new creation, the old 

self has gone and the new self has come. Jesus changes our character, 

he works in us from the inside out, making us more like him. 

What love God has for us! This love causes us to respond to Jesus. Paul
